The chain drive bracket will go to the side you have allocated to have the control chain.

Mount the Chain Drive Bracket hard up against the inside reveal (frame) and the pin end a few mm’s clear of the reveal (frame).
The Recess bracket has the option of two screw hole positions; Top mounting or Side mounting. Use the one most suitable

for your window.

Slot the blind into chain end bracket first.

It is very important to correctly position the chain end cap before placing into the bracket. If this is rotated out of position, then
your blind will not operate correctly and will be hard to wind up and down. Make sure to have the solid part of the end cap facing
the top evenly, so the chain falls down in the straight position.

Next slot the pin end of the blind into bracket, making sure the blind is securely clicked into each bracket before operating.

For large width blinds, have a second person help hold the blind into position. This eliminates the risk of dropping & damaging
the blind.

It is a requirement by EU Regulations that the cord tensioner be secured into place with the chain to prevent any risk of
strangulation if the chains is lower than 1.6m off the floor.

To fasten, hook the chain into the device and mount to the architrave or inside reveal. Mount the device slightly out of the way
of the blind, so it does not interfere with the operation.

The secured cord tensioner must allow the chain to have some slack but not be able to form a loop.

Too much tension will make the blind hard to operate.

Young children can strangle in the loop of pull cords, chain and bead cords that run through window coverings.

They can also wrap cords around their necks.To avoid strangulation and entanglement, keep cords out of reach of young
children. Also:

1. Install safety devices that remove the cord loop or reduce access to cords, and

2. Move furniture away from window covering cords.

The tension device reduces the hazards of strangulation or entanglement by limiting the access to the cord or bead chain.
Anchor the device with the cord or bead chain to the wall or floor so young children cannot pull the cord or bead chain around
their necks. Always keep cords out of the reach of young children.

This will easily release the pin from the bracket.

Make sure you have hold of the blind securely so it does not drop down.

1. Screw the plastic end caps of the valance together with the brackets of the blind.
2. Install Blind as per previous instructions. Hook Valance fascia to top of end caps.
3. Clip fascia down into base, making sure it clicks into place and is secure.
